the supremacy of Soul: mastery over evil belongs to me as I manifest the
supremacy of Soul

the heaven of Soul: very atmosphere of Soul: harmony; the reign of Spirit;
government by divine Principle; spirituality; bliss

the capacity of Soul: no overwork, no strain, no inability

the beauty of Soul: no ugliness in character or body, no spot where
God is not, perfect glow and radiance and light; creativity, music, etc.

the unchangeable nature of Soul: no variance or changeableness, Soul is
constant, uninterrupted perfection

The government of Soul: include laws of perfection and harmony; man is
controlled incessantly by these laws; can’t experience discord

The senses of Soul: spiritual sense; no belief in material sense; vision, hearing,
speaking, knowing, all belong to infinite Soul
