All in the list above have to do with decay, deteriora-on, aging, disintegra-ng in quality, 
func-on or condi-on; impairment; degenerate; decline; to descend; to regress; to rot; worsen.  

FACULTY, noun [La-n facultas, from facio, to make.] 



1. That power of the mind or intellect which enables it to receive, revive or modify 
percep-ons; as the faculty of seeing, of hearing, of imagining, of remembering, etc.: or 
in general, the facul-es may be called the powers or capaci-es of the mind. 

2. The power of doing anything; ability. There is no faculty or power in creatures, which 
can rightly perform its func-ons, without the perpetual aid of the Supreme Being. 

3. The power of performing any ac-on, natural, vital or animal. 

4. Facility of performance;  

Mary Baker Eddy’s view: 

If Spirit, Soul, could sin or be lost, then being and immortality would be lost, together with all 
the facul-es of Mind; but being cannot be lost while God exists.  
(SH 215:4) 

There is more Chris-anity in seeing and hearing spiritually than materially. There is more 
Science in the perpetual exercise of the Mind-facul-es than in their loss. Lost they cannot be, 
while Mind remains. The apprehension of this gave sight to the blind and hearing to the deaf 
centuries ago, and it will repeat the wonder. 
(SH 487:6) 

The fact is real facul-es of Mind cannot be lost.  There is only “seeming” loss as a result of the lies from 
error and sense tes-mony.  But it doesn’t ma7er how many lies are told, how many people believe 
them, or how big the lie is—the smallest Truth eradicates them, “A grain of Chris-an Science does 
wonders for mortals, so omnipotent is Truth . . .” (SH 449:3-5 (to ,))

								Spiritual	man	is	the	image	or	idea	of	God,	an	idea	which	cannot	be	lost	nor	separated	from	its	
divine	Principle.
